To elevate passenger amenities at railway stations,
the Indian Railways is looking to establish over 100
Janaushadhi Kendrasin circulating areas and
concourses of stations, which will be operated by
licencees.

Govt-run Janaushadhi stores give
tough fight to private chemists

Wide availability of generic medicines, change in the
consumer attitude, steep discounts and heavy
advertising by the government are giving a big push
to the Janaushadhi Pariyojana. As per department of
pharmaceuticals (DoP), the key metrics of the
scheme have shown major improvement over the
past twoyears.

For instance, the number of stores (also called
Janaushadhi Kendras or JAK) have jumped 34%
between April 2022 and April 2024 to 11,719. Monthly
sales have more than doubled in April 2024 as
compared to the corresponding month in 2022 while
the product basket, including drugs and surgical
items, too have registered sharp increase.
